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Reports of Cases and Deaths of Selected Noffiable Diseases in Border Gamps, Thailand
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The Summary of Selected Notifiable Diseases in Border Camps, Thailand, Apirl 2006, Top
five morbidity cases were Acute Diarrhea, Dysentery, Malaria, Dengue infection, and Scrub
Typhus. Compared to last month, Top five increased percentage were STDs from 36 to 73 cases such
as Ban Pang Kawai-Pang Tractor 22 cases Ban Mae La 17 cases Ban Um Piem 14 cases Ban Nu Poh
10 cases Ban Tham Hin 9 cases, Measles from 5 to 8 cases such as Ban Um Piem 8 cases, Scrub
Typhus from 73 to 115 cases such as Ban Nu Poh 55 cases Ban Um Piem 36 cases Ban Tham Hin 16
cases, Dengue infection from 83 to 125 cases such as Ban Mae La 89 cases Ban Tham Hin 36 cases,
TB from 11 to 15 cases such as Ban Nu Poh 5 cases Ban Don Yang 3 cases. (Table 1)

Total deaths were reported 26 cases. The main causes of deaths were STDs from Ban Nu Poh 3
cases, TB from Ban Mae La 1 case, Malaria from Ban Mae La 1 case. Other 21 cases were not specify
diseases. (Table 2)

Majority Infectious disease outside the camps were Malaria 139 cases, Acute Diarrhea 89
cases, Dysentery 29 cases, TB 18 cases, Dengue infection 3 cases, STDs 2 cases. Total of 4 deaths
were reported, the main causes of deaths were not selected notifiable diseases. (Table 3)
